-Principal Gordon reviewed good news items.
Josh White motioned to approve minutes.
Charlotte Morris seconded the motion.

-Teachers have been extremely busy since spring putting together canvas courses. 

-Student body numbers Oct. 1 Count

24 (Maybe up to 28) Students currently under Edgenuity 
-Realignment is taking place this year starting in November. Emery should stay 3A. 
-Josh mentioned how everything associated with Covid restrictions are helping faculty be much more effective in working with students and other teachers (on a bright side of things.) 
-Edgenuity is a platform of its own for online learning. Most districts in the state are using this platform and Emery has joined this. Students do the work online and lessons are taught online through the Edgenuity program. Teachers created the courses initially, now the counselors open it for online students one quarter at a time. Maegan Butterfield will be tracking these students to try to keep them participating. The first quarter the majority of our online students failed, so we worry a bit about our students trying to regain all of these missed credits before graduation.  
-Bond Election Discussion 

Pushing for the bond. We feel it’s a necessity for our school and district.
$75,000,000 sounds like a huge amount of money. However, right now 84% of that is paid by our tax bases such as Power Plants and Coal Mines. When those are gone, we will not have that huge portion covered, so bonding is crucial now. Our students deserve a quality facility. 
-In Lands Trust Money, $6400 was set aside for teachers to attend a Solution Tree PLC Conference. However, that conference has been cancelled. Principal Gordon suggested that we move that budget over to purchasing chromebooks instead. 
· Josh White motioned to roll this $6400 over to use in purchasing additional chromebooks.

John Doria voiced his concerns about the students lack of participation online for the future of education, and it was agreed upon by the committee. 
Josh White told a bit about the virtual Battle of the Classes that the student council is putting on trying to be creative about activities. Also a battle of the classes pumpkin dropping contest is happening Monday. This is a way to honor teams such as State Champ Cross Country Champions.  Also the school board will be competing against the administration in order to help the school board be more involved.
